
Boys’ Lacrosse

At it’s last meeting the Tournament Management Committee (TMC) approved the two
following proposals submitted by the Boys Lacrosse Committee:

1. Beginning in the spring season of 2002 there will be established a Division I
Central Massachusetts District Tournament for Boys’ Lacrosse.

The Central MA District Champion will compete against the Western MA
District Champion in the State Semi-Finals, the winner of which will go on to
face the Eastern MA District Champion for the Division I State
Championship.

The Central MA Schools competing in Boys’ Lacrosse this spring are as
follows:

! Metro Central League: – Algonquin, St. Peter Marian,
Shrewsbury, St. John’s, Wachusett, Westborough, and
Worcester

! Mass Tech Lacrosse League: - Assabet Valley, Blackstone
Valley, (the other schools in this league are Eastern MA
Schools): Lynn Tech., Minuteman Reg., Northeast
Metropolitan, and Tri-County

2.  Beginning in the spring of 2003 there will be a realignment of (Eastern Mass
only) Boys Lacrosse into 3 divisions.  At that time alignments will be as
follows:

Division I – Schools with a male enrollment of 650 and above.
Division II- Schools with a male enrollment of 400-649.
Division III-Schools with a male enrollment of 399 and below.

    Central and Western MA will remain Division I only.
