NORTHEASTERN CONFERENCE PROCEDURE FOR ALL-STAR
NOMINATIONS AND SELECTIONS

(Approved 4/4/90)
1. Statement of Purpose: To give recognition to the players who best fit the criteria established
by the NEC.
2. Criteria for Nominations and Selections: Performance in overall league play regardless of

years of experience based on actual appraisal and/or analysis of play during games with
one's opponents, scouting observations, film reviews, and all available statistics. Also of
paramount importance is the recommendation of the athlete's coach regarding attitude,
behavior, sportsmanship, and overall worth to team and school. Such evaluation to be made
at the conclusion of the season. All nominees must have participated for 50% of playing
time or more at the nominated position.

3. Coach's Responsibility: It shall be the coach's responsibility to display the essential elements
in the Coach's Code of Ethics - "Honesty and Integrity" when making selections. This
implies that the voting should be as objective as possible, in that the players who truly fit the
criteria best should receive top priority. This is to emphasize that any maneuvering in a
misguided attempt on the part of the coach to bring honor to one who is less deserving is
highly unethical and unfair to the athlete and the school he/she represents.

4. Method of Vating: All ballots must be written and must be identifiable as to school so as to
indicate the selections made by the individual coach or his/her representative. These votes
to be open only to the inspection of HEAD COACHES of that particular sport.

5. Announcement of NEC All-Stars: To be made alphabetically if not designated by position.
The number of votes cast for each individual in determining the final tabulation shall be
considered privileged and confidential information not to be disclosed to players, press, or
anyone once the meeting is over.

6. Mechanics and General Rules:

a. Nominations will be brought by school rep (usually the head coach) with name,
position, grade, & stats. Each rep will bring sufficient copies for all schools.

b. In all ballots, those selected must receive the highest number of points.

c. All-Star selections receive certificates from the NEC. These should be given to the
coaches at the meeting.

d. If a divisional sport with cross-overs against all teams, then all coaches will

vote for all-stars and award winners for each division.

AD in charge of sport will be responsible for running All-Star selection meetings.
If an All-Star game is to be played, then additional players may be named.

See general rules #26 e - for number of all-stars to select.

Coaches may not vote for own players, school, or self.

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APPENDIX VII
NORTHEASTERN CONFERENCE

PROTEST PROCEDURE

1. Individual athletic activities will be governed by the latest rule book as specified by MIAA, the MIAA
Blue Book, and specific Northeastern Conference Rules.

2. Procedure of protesting a game should be followed as outlined by MIAA Blue Book and individual sport
rule book.

3. Any protest filed must be accompanied by a check in the amount of $50.00 - made out to "Northeastern
Conference" and sent to the Chairman of the Board with official protest as outlined via the MIAA.
Should the protest be upheld, the $50.00 will be returned. If the protest is lost, the protesting school will
forfeit the $50.00 filing fee to the Northeastern Conference.

4. Should a school having filed a protest wish to withdraw same, they must do so within three hours of the
scheduled time of the protest hearing in order to withdraw without penalty.

5. All protests will be based on a specific rule violation (s) and at no time will a protest be heard that is
based on the judgement of a participating official. Films will not be accepted to support or reject a
protest.

6. ‘When the Chairman of the Board receives official protest with check, he will contact the Board of

Governors Representatives or Local Board of Officials of that sport along with the Executive Secretary,
interpretor and or Commissioner (this will make up the protest committee). Should any of these two
positions be involved in the protest, then the Chairman will appoint either one or two members of the
board to take their place.

7. The protest committee will have the authority, if they wish, to approve or disapprove the protest after
receiving all information (both schools & officials).

8. If the results of the protest committee meet with disfavor, the right to appeal to the full board is
available to both parties and can be done so verbally to the Chairman of the Board within 24 hours after
receiving results. The Chairman with assistance from the Executive Secretary will then set up a protest
hearing with the full board.

9. PROTEST HEARING
a. Hearing will be called at the earliest possible date after appeal is made.
b. Hearing will be held at a time and day when all participating parties can attend the meeting
including representatives and coaches. Minimum of 24 hour notice if possible.

c. Protest read by the Executive Secretary.

d. The Athletic Director of the team making the protest, with the aid of the coach, will speak on the
protest first.

€. Rebuttal by school against whom the protest is lodged.

f. Participating officials report read by the Chairman of the Board.

g General questions raised by the full board.
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PROTEST PROCEDURE (continued)

h. VOTE ON PROTEST

1. Coaches and involved AD's present are to leave the room.
2. Vote by secret ballot.
3. Athletic Director or his designee from each conference school has one vote.
4, Decision on the protest will be based on a simple majority of the conference schools
voting.
5. In the event of an even number of directors voting, the Executive Secretary will cast one
(1) vote.
6. If the protest is upheld, the game will be played in its entirety with the exception of
football, which must be referred to the Headmasters for approval.
i Inform the Board and School lodging the protests of the results.
J- Develop as a body a summary and a news release for the media and all conference schools, by

the Executive Secretary.
